         Madhava of Sangamagrama developed infinite series for trigonometric functions, much before similar discoveries in Europe. In modern times, Srinivasa Ramanujan amazed the world with his extraordinary work in number theory and mathematical formulas.
         The contributions of Indian mathematicians continue to influence modern science, engineering, and technology. Their work proves that India has always been a land of knowledge and innovation.
